They could be offered in a 1 – 2 hour time slot or extended over a longer period of time. Our training model is very flexible.

United Streaming Training
United Streaming is a video-on-demand service that is provided through Discovery Education. School districts who are members of NWOET have the opportunity to purchase this service for at a reduced price. NWOET can provide training in how to access and use the over 40,000 video content clips in your curriculum area.
Digital Photography in the K-12 Classroom

Digital cameras have extensive uses and often motivate educators to integrate technology effectively in their curriculum. This introductory course is intended to provide participants with a secure knowledge of basic digital camera operation, as well as introduce them to effective methods for curriculum integration. The use of photo editing in this training will provide an avenue for the manipulation of digital images. 

Advanced Digital Photography in the K-12 Classroom

Taking the use of digital cameras and photo editing to the next level, this course is developed for the intermediate and advanced users. Features of Photoshop Elements will be explored. Printing options of digital images will also be demonstrated.

A Beginner’s View of Adobe Photoshop Elements 
You have a photo you would like to include in your publications, be it print or for a multimedia presentation.  Maybe the photo is okay, but you would like to soften the edges or may even blur the photo for a special effect.  These problems will be addressed in this PhotoShop Elements workshop.  Using a digital camera and scanning photos will be shown during the hands-on period.

Designing Your Web-page for Classroom Integration
Using FrontPage Web-authoring tool, each participant will create a web page for classroom integration.  Using PhotoShop Elements, each student will design a banner for the homepage of a classroom web site and additional banners for site pages.  Using Adobe Acrobat for PDF, the web site will contain a downloadable student activity sheet that may be electronically completed and submitted by their students.  Instruction in use of Macromedia’s Dreamweaver is also another Web-authoring tool for which we can offer instruction.

Five-Minute Web Page
Construct a no-nonsense web page for personal, school, or business use.  Educators will learn to use simple web pages as a student’s guide to web-based activities.  The content of the course will be maintained at a non-technical level.  

Classroom Multimedia Production
The focus of this course is to provide many opportunities for hands-on exploration of technology tools in the following classroom technology components: advanced production planning, video production for students, presentation design strategies, comprehension of multimedia format, and post-production assessment methods.  Over the course participants will enhance their skills in using technology tools so they will be able to provide advanced technology enriched learning opportunities for their students.

Video Technique Crash Course
Looking for a crash course on video production? Learn the ins and outs of the professionals to make your classroom videos more than the average home movie in the NWOET course. Lighting, shot selection and composition, storyboarding, sound, and use of the camera will be covered in this one-day workshop. Bring along your video camera or use one of ours. 

Adobe Premiere and Adobe After Effects

Use powerful and precise editing tools to create broadcast-quality video productions. Exciting video editing at its best is available at your fingertips. Now you can take the opportunity to delve into the electrifying video editing software of Adobe Premiere and Adobe After Effects. This combination is packed with tons of features that make you look like a pro, yet is basic enough to allow even a beginner to create a high-quality movie production. Instruction in use of other video editing software (i.e. Windows Movie Maker, iMovie) is also available.

Resources at INFOhio

Learn about the state-funded resources available to all Ohio’s K-12 students and teachers at INFOhio.  Many of these resources are now aligned with the academic content standards and will be demonstrated or experienced during hands-on trainings.

Internet and Information Tools for the Educator
This course is an intensive investigation of the Internet along with experiences with tools to access resources available on this medium.  Areas of study will also include an introduction to creation of Web Pages, applications across the curriculum, investigation of relevant issues regarding privacy and copyright.  As a culminating project students will develop an inquiry-based, problem-solving online learning experience for their students. 
Web Resource Portals for Teachers
Portal is a relatively new term to describe a web site that acts like a gateway either as a starting point when searchers connect to the web or as an anchor site to other web sites.  Portals may be general or specialized.  AOL, MSN, and Lycos, for example, all offer general portals.  These and specialized sites that will be explored in this training session include Marco Polo, ALI (Apple Learning Interchange), IMS (Instructional Management System), Ohio Resource Center, Education World (for educators) which is styled like a directory, Ask Jeeves which combines features of both a directory and general web searching and many more.

Internet Resources that Correlate with State Standards
Learn where to find and how to use Internet resources that correlate with state content standards and include IMS, Ohio Resource Center, and INFOhio’s Core Collection. Many good lesson plan resources are included with this professional development opportunity.  

Networking for Collaboration
Participants will be introduced to the latest tools for educators who wish to work together with other teachers, students, and resource people from other classrooms, cities, states, and even countries to enhance learning for their students. 

Multimedia for the K-6 Classroom

This course focuses on the integration of multimedia in the elementary classroom. Participants will investigate current uses of multimedia resources in the curriculum; examine how multimedia addresses different learning styles; utilize criteria to evaluate multimedia projects; use project-based instructional design processes to integrate multimedia into the curriculum; incorporate state curriculum standards and technology standards into classroom instruction; and develop an understanding of copyright and fair use when using multimedia.

KidPix (Mac/Win)
Participants will learn how to use KidPix pull-down menus and tool palettes, create educational activity masters, copy, save, and retrieve projects for evaluation, use the slideshow feature, and develop culminating student projects that are great to show parents at open house!
Inspiration/Kidspiration without Perspiration!
How do you teach your students to think clearly and organize information?  With Inspiration/Kidspiration!  Inspiration and Kidspiration are exciting programs that give users graphical ways of working with ideas and presenting information.  Inspiration is geared toward 4th grade through adult.  Kidspiration is geared toward K through 3rd grade. Students will love creating story webs, designing concept maps, or outlining a paper using this software.  Learn how easy it can be!  Project ideas, lesson plans, and easy steps to follow will be included in this hands-on session. 

Become a FileMaker “Pro” (Mac/Win) Beginners & Advanced
Learn how educators can better use FileMaker Pro to make the most out of the information with which they must deal on a daily, weekly, monthly, or annual basis. The beginner class will cover a range of topics from the very basics of database design to specific features of FileMaker Pro.  The advanced class will take database usage a step further using more advanced features of FileMaker Pro such as importing, exporting, relating databases, and basic scripting. 

HyperStudio (Mac/Win)
Want to learn HyperStudio?  This class is for the beginning user.  HyperStudio allows you to create project-based multimedia projects that your students will love!  Students will be motivated to learn as they creatively add text, color, graphics, sound, and more to their projects. 

Desktop Publishing with Adobe PageMaker
Make those posters, programs, and promotional materials come to life with the grandfather of all layout software, PageMaker.  This workshop is for those who have not had any experience with this application, but want an introduction.

Dressing up your Desktop Publishing (Mac/Win)
Learn how easy it is to dress up your desktop publications by using the Internet, Adobe PhotoShop, Microsoft Word, and a multitude of free graphics available for your use.  See where you can find all of those “neat” fonts that web sites use.  Learn how to capture and use graphics from the Internet, and explore the copyright issues involved. 

Microsoft PowerPoint & FrontPage
What does the link to your department, area, or class look like on your school’s web site?  Is it simply a title that doesn’t go anywhere or tell anything?  Or doesn’t your school have a web site at all?  Join the bandwagon to create a web presence for yourself.  Let others know the fantastic work and learning that is taking place in your school and classroom.  In this workshop you will learn how to create a simple web page with two Microsoft products, PowerPoint and FrontPage. 

Make It – Take It – Design a PowerPoint Presentation & Burn CDs
In this introductory workshop on Microsoft PowerPoint, participants will create a presentation related to their curriculum area, learn to set-up the slide show, add clip-art, animation, action, and hyperlinks, and then save their presentation on a CD to take back to their classroom.  Also included in this hands-on workshop will be use of digital cameras and scanners to add graphics to the slides. 

Putter with the Peripherals
Spend a day with us to learn how better to use those technology “things” that have been acquired recently in your district.  Participants will have hands-on training in use of scan converters and other projection devices, scanners, CD-burners, and any other new devices we acquire before the workshop.  Tell us what you want to see and learn to use! 

PDA’s for the Classroom

You have a new PDA, and now you’re wondering what to do with it?  Well, maybe we can help. This introductory session will bring you up to speed on all of the essentials. Backing up your data, beaming files to printers, beaming addresses to other users, where to go for downloads and how to install them will be covered. 

Classroom Technology Literacy Basics 

The focus of this course is to provide practical experience with the integration of technology skills for the classroom. Participants will develop skills in using word processing, Internet & multimedia applications for curriculum goals. 

Technology Street Smarts for the Classroom Educator
This course focuses on a variety of technical computer skills for the classroom teacher.  Participants will learn how additional modes of technology can be utilized to enhance the way classroom instruction is delivered.  This course will provide the participant with information regarding designing web pages for personal or classroom uses, emerging technology and software, development of a classroom newsletter, and how the 21st century may impact your personal and professional hardware and software. 

New Ways to Integrate Technology into the Curriculum
Learn simple easy ways you can begin using technology in your classroom. Ideas such as making use of a spreadsheet to take your lunch count to incorporating digital images in your classroom.
Technology Literacy for District Administrators
The focus of this course is to provide practical experiences with the implementation of a variety of technology skills for the administrator at the beginning level of technical ability.  This course will enable participants to obtain information related to both their personal and professional growth, and information related to district administration issues.  In the process, participants will develop skills in using technology tools and implementing those skills in district management.  

Science: Effective Standards-based Teaching: (Focus on Science 7-12)

The main focus will be to deepen the content knowledge of educators in the 7-12 science instruction. Participants will have hands-on experiences with a variety of video and web multimedia tools. Content areas include life and physical sciences, science experiments, and science discussions.

Software Correlation for Language Arts Proficiency Outcomes
Participants in this course will take an objective approach to evaluating software specifically related to Language Arts standards in reading and writing. Participants will develop skill in identifying strengths and weaknesses in some of the various software titles available through the current market. This course will enable participants to implement language arts software tools to meet the varying needs of students, in addition to addressing the specific reading and writing classroom strategies.

Technology Planning for the Classroom
An introduction to creating, implementing and evaluating technology plans.  This course will include consideration of curriculum, instruction, hardware, software, wiring, personnel, training, anticipating future technology developments, funding issues, concepts and skills for configuring computer systems and local area networks, and the relationship of local area networks to wide area networks.  

Distance Learning in the K-12 Classroom
If your district has acquired or will acquire distance learning technology, then we have just the course for you!  Learn about developing effective instruction via distance and all the mediums that can be used for successful delivery including distance learning capabilities, web-based instruction management, distance learning resources, and modeling instruction.  Participants will witness applications of distance learning technology.
Troubleshooting Computers for Classroom Applications
This course will explore the different techniques of troubleshooting computers for the classroom teacher. Explore disk management, error messages, freeze-ups and how to avoid them, and some of the latest ways to enhance computers. Bring your questions and pick the brains of NWOET Tech Support Staff. 

How to Buy Your Home Computer (Mac/Win)
This half-day workshop will be well spent if you are planning to purchase a computer for your home.  With flashier, faster, and cheaper computers appearing on store shelves, you need to know how to compare CPUs, motherboards, memory, storage devices (CD-ROM, DVD, floppy and zip drives), sound cards, modems, and input devices (keyboards, mice). 

Child Safety Online 
Child safety is extremely important on-line as it is anywhere else in life.  A push is being made to bring the Internet to our children in school and at home, but are the proper steps being taken to ensure their privacy and safety?  This session will discuss and evaluate technologies and policies for protecting children and their privacy on-line.
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
