Digital Video Project

Northwest Ohio Media Center and the
other Ohio Area Media Centers (AMCs)
have been providing curriculum-related
audiovisual resources to schoolsin their
geographic region since 1972. Now,
digitization and the availability of new
video storage, download and streaming
technologies have given the centers
alternative options to the current method of
video ordering and delivery.

Through this digital video project, the
megdia centersin Ohio will develop,
implement, and assess a process to secure
permanent statewide copyright for high-
demand educational videos. Thiswill
increase the availability for the more
popular titles and add curricular value to
existing educational video materials by
creating interactive menus or links.

This project will not only make these
shared audiovisual resources accessible to
all 94,900 teachers, but it will create a
process that can be replicated using local
funds to enhance the digitized collection
each year. Each AMC will still have its
own collection, but the centers will be
collaborating to create a core collection for
use throughout the state.
