HP’s all-in-one printer, copier, scanner,
Photosmart Plus offers high-quality prints
without all the extras. This makes the
Photosmart Plus easier to set up and user
friendly. Many people commented that they
didn’t have to read the manual to figure out
how to set up or use the printer. One major
advantage this printer has on the others is that
the connection is wireless. This feature allows
the user to print from anywhere in their house.
Another feature of this printer has is called
quick forms. Quick forms make it quick and
easy to print an empty paper with the layout
of games, notebook paper, calendars, graphing
paper, etc.

The Photosmart Plus has quick printing
speed. The maximum black and white print
speed is 30 pages per minute and 28 for color.
The printer can hold both regular paper and
photo paper at the same time so the user
doesn’t have to switch them out. With a paper
tray that holds 145 sheets this will become
really convenient. The printer’s operating
system works with Windows XP, Windows
Vista, and Mac OS X 10.4.

the document camera and the SMART Board.
After reviewing each other’s work, students
are given an opportunity to vote on whose
work they feel is best, and a small reward is
given to the winner. Kelly said the super
summary assignment has been a very
motivating assignment which his students
really love.

Podcasts are also used in Kelly’s
classroom to enhance instruction and learning.
He creates podcasts of class lectures, book
report directions and weekly assignments and
posts them to the Web. He has found that this
gives students the opportunity to see and hear
information and directions more than once,
which many times students
need. Podcasts are also
useful when students are
absent, because it allows
then to stay up-to-date with
assignments and material.
At-risk students benefit too,
because Kelly can record
test questions and students
can hear them read through
the use of an iPod. This
gives them a sense of
independence and is empow-
ering to them.
